On its web page, the Ministry of Housing, Communities
& Local Government gives guidance; an outline of its
proposed changes to the NPPF and its reasoning, and a
table of all the questions posed.

Please take time to have a look and respond on issues of
interest to you. The notes below relate to present
concerns for the BDBC Local Plan Update.

1. HEADLINE IS THE NEW STANDARD METHOD

The previous Government’s Standard Housing
Assessment Method was based on demographics and an
‘affordability ratio’. The affordability ratio was much
criticised as artifically inflating figures (approx by a third
for BDBC) and being flawed in concept.

Labour’s new Standard Method is based on current
housing stock and a stronger ‘affordability uplift” which
gives BDBC a housing allocation (on one calculation) of
1,137 instead of 828 homes per annum over a Local Plan
period 2021-2040.

See the Government website Consultation guidance:
Chapter 4 A new standard method for assessing housing needs.

Question 16 asks: Do you agree that using the workplace-
based median house price to median earnings ratio... to adjust
the standard method’s baseline, is appropriate?

Question 17: Do you agree that affordability is given an
appropriate weighting within the proposed standard method?

A criticism of the premise that increasing housing figures
will lead to building more houses - which will cause prices
to fall - is that this can’t be realistic in a housing market
where developers manage supply to ensure profit margins.

Responsibility of Local Planning Authorities (LPAs) doesn't
extend to the onsite delivery process. Buildout rates are
controlled - and sites with planning approval may be
banked - to suit market conditions, not to meet housing
targets. These issues should surely be acknowledged
when formulating Policies intent on increasing numbers.

2. TRANSITIONAL ARRANGEMENTS
FOR EMERGING LOCAL PLANS

Proposals relate to the stage of Plan preparation.

The key date, the cut-off date, is one month after
publication of the new NPPF.

Plans at Examination by this date will continue under
the 2023 NPPF version they were submitted under.

Plans at Regulation 19 (pre-submission Draft Plan
consultation) by this date - can proceed under the Dec
2023 NPPF - IF — the gap between their annual housing
provision figure and New Standard Method figure is less
than 200 dwellings per annum.

All other emerging Plans should be prepared according to
new NPPF and new Standard Method housing figures,
effectively back to the drawing board.

For the BDBC Local Plan Update the
best outcome (critical for BDBC)
would be to continue to adoption with
its current Housing Strategy in place.

The BDBC Reg 19 (pre-submission
Draft Plan) is due to be published for
consultation in January 2025. But
(taking the proposed stepped
trajectory out of the equation for the
time being) there is a c300 homes per
annum difference between the old and
new Standard Method figures.
Question 103 says: ‘Do you agree with
the proposed transitional arrangements?
Are there any alternatives you think we
should consider?’

Plans at Reg 19 are several years in
the making and have an evidence
base and deliverable Spatial Housing
Strategy in place and consulted on.

There would seem a strong argument
that all Reg 19 Plans should be
allowed to go forward without change
to their numbers. This would make
best use of work, cost, time already
spent and cause less disruption.

LPAs with a shortfall of greater than
200 in their annual figures may
otherwise feel forced to add new sites
at short notice - or effectively have to
start the process again with a new
call for sites and so delay submission.

Neither of these scenarios seem likely
to boost short-term housing delivery;
the new Standard Method figures will
in any case be planned for in
preparation for the Five-year review.

A similar argument could be put
forward for all Plans having reached
Reg 18 and with a Spatial Strategy
fulfilling their current housing figure.

Rather than supporting a Plan-led
approach, the proposed transitional
arrangements are a recipe for many
LPAs to be years more without a Local
Plan. Any short term increase then in
housing numbers is likely to be a
result of speculative applications.

3. THE FIVE-YEAR
HOUSING LAND SUPPLY

The housing land supply policy intends
that Local Planning Authorities have a
constant supply of identifiable and
deliverable housing land sufficient to
meet their Local Plan housing figures.

The problem is that the penalties for
falling behind the required land supply
provision are damaging to the LPA
and advantageous for developers. Yet
once planning permission is granted,
the housing delivery process is subject

to many variables including developer
and landowner decision making. On
this basis the answers to the question
below would be ‘NO".

Q 7 asks: Do you agree that all LPAs
should be required to continually
demonstrate five years of specific,
deliverable sites for decision making
purposes, regardless of plan status?

One set of (positive) changes made in
the Dec 2023 NPPF was to reduce
land supply requirements in some
circumstances; there is a strong
argument that this supports Local
Plan-making and planned (as opposed
to unplanned) development.

See NPPF current paras 77 and 226.

Particularly positive for BDBC was the
provision requiring only a four-year
housing supply where Emerging Plans
had reached Reg 18 Consultation and
were able to show sufficient planned
sites to meet their housing allocation.
(BDBC land supply for a while has
been just over four years.)

The NPPF Draft Text for Consultation
reverses all the Dec 2023 provisions to
reduce land supply requirements;
tracked changes mark them for deletion.

If an LPA is unable to show sufficient
housing land supply, the penalty is a
weakening of its Local Plan housing
policies (which are deemed to be out
of date). Planning decisions default to
the NPPF’s presumption in favour of
development; the LPA’s ability to
defend its planned Housing Strategy
is undermined; its vulnerability is much
greater to unplanned housing on
green fields attractive to developers.

The Dec 2023 land supply provisions
aimed to support Plan-led development.
The Consultation proposals encourage
opportunities for a cycle of speculative
applications — negating the value of
an arduous process of Plan-making -
taking up more Planning Officer and
Inspectorate resources, while
allocated housing land can be banked.

4. STRENGTHENING... THE
PRESUMPTION IN FAVOUR OF
SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT

To consider these proposals in light of
the need to support a Plan-led
approach and questions regarding
housing delivery as raised above.

Please take some time to consider
the Proposals on the Government
website. Plus in addition to the above,
for eg on social housing; character,
density and removing urban uplift;
removing references to ‘beauty’;
green energy; support for key growth
industries; proposals for brownfield
and agricultural land.

NOTES FROM JULY PARISH COUNCIL MEETING

Public session discussed a complaint received from
local resident re condition of road surface of Heather
Row: mud and detritus on road due to logging work.

Background: This is an adopted Highway - ‘Road
Number 02104778; Road Class U, Unclass Adopted
Metalled’. Resident has approached County and
Landowner and found no willingness to clean the road.

Points of view put forward:

1 Muddy road condition not fair on other road users -
vehicles and pedestrians - the lane is well used by
pedestrians — walkers and joggers.

2 Pedestrians enjoy using the lane because it is in the
countryside. The countryside is a working
environment. Where mud on the road is a safety
concern it is very important. Where a single lane
track turns into an unmetalled byway (BOAT -
byway open to all traffic) a requirement to constantly
clean the surface might not be proportionate.

Discussion comments:

- The road is left in a poor state.

- Landowner is generally responsible for cleaning
vehicles brought onto a public road.

- Due to nature of the road, no road safety issue.

- Unlikely HCC will make it a maintenance priority.

- Parish Council has no powers in this regard, other
than to request Parish Lengthsmen to clean the road.

Agreed this not best use of Lengthsman time; no other
action the Parish Council can usefully take.

Public session discussed complaints from residents
and VCC members that Newnham Green verges and
ditches not maintained as they would wish.

Background: The Parish Council has a rolling five-year
licence to maintain Newnham Green. Verges and
sightlines are County responsibility, though HCC will
now only make one annual cut. The Parish Council via
the Parish Lengthsman scheme has this year cut
sightlines at the Green crossroads and strimmed a
second time following the County cut.

Discussion comments:

- Sight lines are still poor from Ridge Lane looking
right to Newnham Lane.

- Green verges look unkempt with weeds including
Ragwort - it gives a poor impression to visitors.

- Brambles are growing in ditches.

- Ditch clearing focusses on function - on sections that
take most water and where the road has potential to
flood - this includes keeping grips clear.

- Green ditches originally dug to restrict access, not for
drainage; the ditch on the Tylney Lane (higher) side
of the main green takes little water; the camber of
the road pushes water to the other side.

- Registered as Village Green; also a designated SINC
(Site of importance for Nature Conservation).

- Ditches make important wildlife habitats & corridors.

- Ragwort every year is pulled, bagged and removed,
well before seeding.

- The Parish Council has a statutory duty to ‘conserve’
biodiversity (Natural Environment and Rural
Communities Act 2006) and to ‘conserve and
enhance’ biodiversity (Environment Act 2021).

Agreed - All vegetation to be kept low in vicinity of
crossroads towards Newnham Lane to maintain
sightlines; to achieve a more managed appearance.

SWIFTS: SPECTACULAR VISITORS TO OUR
PARISHES WHO NEED OUR HELP

Now late summer, the skies of our
parishes grow quieter. Nearly all the
Swifts that hurtle overhead in early
summer, thrilling and exhilarating us
with their speed and screams, leave
the UK in early August. It will be May
before they return from Africa.

Swifts are supreme flyers,
perfectly adapted to a life in
the air. They sleep, feed and
mate on the wing. They land
only to breed. When a Swift
chick fledges, it will spend the
next three to four years in
constant flight. Swifts do not
land on the ground or perch
on buildings, trees or cables.
They have short legs and small
feet with sharp claws perfect
for clinging to vertical surfaces,
but unsuitable for perching.

Swifts eat flying insects which
are most numerous between
May and August. This limits
how long Swifts can spend in
the UK as they need huge
numbers of insects to feed
their chicks. Unlike Swallows
and House Martins which can
have two or three broods
during the summer, Swifts
have just a single brood of
usually two young.

2,000 years ago, Swifts nested
in holes in trees or in cliffs.
Now that is rare, Swifts
depend entirely on buildings
for nest sites. They look for
small gaps high up where they
can access a flat space, such as
under tiles or eaves.

Modern building techniques
mean that houses built in the
last 30 or so years rarely have
any gaps, so most Swifts nest
in older buildings. Thousands
of nest sites are lost each year
when buildings are
demolished, or renovated, or
when plastic soffits and fascias
are installed. Swifts are faithful
to their nest site, so once a
pair find a site, they will return
to it every year. If they find

their nest site destroyed

or inaccessible, they may not
breed that year unless a new
nest site is available close by.

Swifts are in catastrophic
decline. In 27 years from 1994
their population has declined
by 62% in the UK and by 70%
in the South East, including
Hampshire. Loss of nest sites is
the overwhelming major
factor. House Sparrows and
Starlings are also experiencing
steep declines. They too rely
on buildings for nest sites.
Preserving existing nest sites
and providing new sites is
crucial to reverse the decline
of Swifts in the UK; 1,000s of
new sites are needed to halt
the decline.

Hampshire Swifts is a charity
set up in 2016 with the aim of
stopping the downward trend
of this special bird and
increasing their numbers. We
give advice on all matters
related to Swifts. We supply
and install swift boxes — £40
for a single box, £75 for a
double box. We advise on
creating permanent homes for
Swifts using Swift bricks. We
work to persuade local
councils and developers to
install Swift bricks in new
homes at an average rate of
one per dwelling.

How can you help Swifts?
Preserve existing nest sites,
put up nest boxes, encourage
others and write to your local
councillors about the
importance of making the
installation of Swift bricks in
new developments a condition
of planning approval.

THE TABLE

SHARING GOD’S LOVE THROUGH FREE MEALS

The project known as The Table was set up nearly two
years ago by More to Life churches. Since then more than
400 meals have been served those lonely or struggling
with the cost of living. The Table provides a two-course
meal, but also a chance to share food and fellowship and
to show God'’s love in a practical way across the
community. It takes place twice a month at North
Warnborough Village Hall and has made a huge difference
to many of those who go along as well as to the team
who volunteer their help and cooking skills.

Stacy is a single parent with three children who are 10, 11
and 15 years old. She says: ‘We haven't got a lot of
money and all our bills have gone up so places like this
really help. It means I have an extra meal to feed the
children. We've also met a lot of new people we wouldn’t
normally meet. My children love interacting with the older
generation and the older people love seeing the children;
to have adult conversations is nice for me too. God tells
his church to help the community, but this does much
more than that, it gives you something to look forward to.’

The Table has grown in popularity from four guests
attending the first event, to up to 45 people now coming
along for the meal and the chance to meet others. It not
only helps with the cost of living pressures but gives vital
company and support to those feeling lonely and isolated.

‘It's not just providing food for people; we're now forming
a community and so it's got quite a different feel to it.
We've also intentionally blurred the lines between those on
the team and attendees. So, we have people who would
initially be recipients, who are cooking or washing up, and
people who are part of the team are really benefiting from
mixing with other people and being in community. It's a
real mix across all the different age groups and socio-
economic backgrounds.

‘We're also aware that people are longing to connect with
people. We have our children’s and youth groups and our
groups for the older generation, but this brings all those
different groups together. We've got a particular heart for
people who are vulnerable, those who are financially
struggling, who need free meals, people who are lonely -
but people can come for whatever reason. It's been
exciting to see how people look out for each other and
often meet up for coffee outside of this situation.” Revd
Matt Bianchi

Brian attends with his nine-year-old son James who has
autism. ‘I work a lot of hours including Sunday mornings
and my wife works into Sunday evening. Bills are going
up; everything is really tight and having an SEN child
costs more too. It's lovely to get a nice meal and they give
me a box of food to take away for my wife, so she has a
hot meal when she gets home and doesn’t have to worry
about cooking. James likes to come and play with the
other children and that’s great. It helps in so many ways.'
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A team of 12 volunteers is made up of those cooking,
servering and setting up and clearing away. The Table was
initially started with a charitable giving donation by a
Basingstoke-based security firm who ran the project for
the first three months. It's now funded through money set

aside by All Saints’ Odiham and a grant from Odiham
Consolidated Charities.

The volunteers come from different churches within the
benefice and some from outside of the church. Anna Rigby
and Katharine Richardson both became involved in The
Table after taking part in an Alpha course. Anna said: ‘We
both go to church regularly now and we go to different
churches within our benefice, so I feel like I've met lots of
new people, which is lovely. I see this as another part of
the church family really, working together, trying to
support people that are having a tough time in their lives,
whether they are single mums and struggling to make
ends meet or they’re very lonely. We've got a real mix at
The Table, and they gel together, even though they're very
different and I think people really look forward to it. You
might think this is quite an affluent area but there is a
need. It's an eye-opener to me about the spread of people
that it helps. It's putting your faith into action and it feels
like the Spirit is here with us.’

Katharine added: ‘It’s lovely to be involved in something in
the community. I came back to the church after a period
when things had gone wrong in my life. Being part of this
group has helped to put my life back together. I'm with
friends and meeting people and we see it make a difference...
Church is about being out there and trying to make a little
bit of difference when the world can be so tough”.

A prayer is said before the meal and sometimes there’s a
short talk about faith. A number of people who come to
The Table recently joined an Alpha course and some have
attended Bible study groups. It's one of a number of
community projects for More to Life Church including
youth and children’s work, weekly assembles in primary
schools and lunchtime clubs in secondary schools, work
with Ukrainian families, a food bank and coffee morning
with social prescribers.

Rev Matt said: ‘For me, it's essential the Church is at the
heart of this and in the community, because I think the
one unique thing that we have as a Church, as opposed to
any other social organisation, is the grace of Jesus and
how that is a blessing that nobody else can give. It helps
the community to see that the Church cares and helps the
Church by serving and meeting people they wouldn't
normally encounter. It's been quite an important barrier-
breaking initiative.

‘We've seen people, who normally would be a bit more
closed off, being open and honest, and we're having deep
conversations with people about their situations in life.
Really sad situations are being shared and I've had the
opportunity to pray with one or two people who've asked
for it. So, it's been quite exciting. It's how we not only get
people to connect with church, but how we get church into
places it's not currently in. It's vital, and it’s the call of
Jesus to “as you go make disciples, so go everywhere and
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impact the community wherever you go”.
